Our health has improved over the years because
of the quality of drinking water and wastewater
sanitation provided in the U.S. One hundred years
ago, life expectancy in the U.S. was 47 years;

Over the next 20 years, New York will
need over $75 billion to address aging
water and wastewater infrastructure.

Natural disasters can wreak havoc on water and
wastewater systems. The effects of hurricanes and
major storms highlight the value of water. In the
wake of Hurricane Irene and Tropical Storm Lee:

» 126 systems were issued boil water orders.
¢ 2.2 million customers were potentially affected.
* Five weeks after the storm, approximately

12 systems had boil water orders still in effect.

THE VALUE OF WATER

Water and wastewater services are delivered to
you 24/7/365. A day without water can mean:

¢ No drinking.

¢ No flushing.

* No brushing.

* No showers, laundry, or dishwashing.

* No putting out fires.

» No watering lawns and gardens.

e Increased risk of waterborne disease.
